On ept mber 1 , 1 !llG, the cla. s of '20 began it's car er in high 
school life. \V e lost no time in showing our ability to the condescending 
upperclassmen who b stowed upon u, to no avail those epithets which 
u ~ually apply to thP 1• r . hm n . \Ve organized under the leader hip 
of Don l\Iills who was a. isted b~· Trem >neer Thomas as vice-president. 
and Archibald Gray as secretary and treasurer. The class colors of 
purple and white had aleady been chosen the year before. 

\Ve accept d th Sophomor '· challenge to a Freshman- ophomore 
d bate on th"' question of militar~· training in high schools. Our team, 
composed of hirl 'Y Salisbury, Tremenecr Thomas and Don i\Iills, 
upheld very forcefully the negative side of the question but was forced 
to accept a two to one decision in faYor of the oph omores. 

On ept mber '2.7, 1917, we, the Sophomore class, elected the fol­
lowing class officers: Archibald Gray, president; i\Iargar •t Hull, ~ ecr -
tat·y and tr •a. urer. During the absenc, of Archibald Gray in the win­
ter, A. rr. \Vashburne acted as president. The d •bating team this ye1r 
was composed of A. T. \Vashburne, Kalyd Baker and Theo Slayb ·:tugh, 
who upheld the affirmative sid' of the question: "Resolved th t the 
l\Ionroe Doctrine as developed and applied should be abandoned a. a 
part of our fm· •ign policy." In spitt' of our cat· •fully construet'"'d and 
w ll delivered argum •nts we lo.-t the debate to the Freshmen b • one 
vote. How v r, two of the member· of the winning team were on the 
lowland between Freshman and ophomore and later bec·tmc members 
of our class. The sting wasta ken from the class record thus far, b ,. the 
fact that A. T. \Vashburne in his Sophomore year won a place <' n the in­
terscholastic t am which did it's part to preserve Petosk •y's enviable 
debating record. 

The officers elected for the ,Junior year were: A. T. \Vashburne, 
president; II eber urti~. vice-pr sident; and Elizabeth Craw, secretar~· 
and treasurer. This y •::u· the thrift and business-like char.1cter of 
the .Junior class was evidenced in combining th' .Junior part·• with a 
circus in ord r to raise money for the annual entert:linmcnt of the 

enior: in the :pring. This circus with it's original vaudeville show 
featuring the jazz band of the famous talented colored musicians of the 
class, was a great success. From a financial standpoint it was the mo )t 
successful •ntertainment of its kind ever produced in Petoskey High 
School. 

\Ve followed the recently established precedent of entertaining 
the enior. with a reception im:;tead of an elaborate banquet. This 
reception was held at the beautiful Forest Beach Inn and proved one 
of the most succe · ·ful receptions ever held.

It was decided to giv l the manage­
ment entirely to th Seniors. There was much di:cussion with hot de­
bJte on both sides, a to whether this publi ·ation should b an annual 
or a monthly magazine. '1 he annual fin.:dly won. \Vork on it began 
immediately with hil'ley alisbur~· as editor-in-chief. \Ve deeid ~d to 
namp it "Observer" afte1· our former monthly publication which had 
be n di~continued on account of the pap •r shortage during the war. 
Under the cJpable management of the editor. of the vadous depart­
ments. work on the annu( l progres ed. \\. hen in .January one we •k 
We: •• t aside as "Ob.:'erver \Veek," the number of sub-.cdptions was 
ve1·~· encouraging to those who so earnestly de ired the .~u ·cess of the 
public·ttion. The bu:iness men of the city wet·") very generous in their 
support tht·ough aclvertbement:.

In S )ptember 1 ~H4, a little instit ution with big ambitions w .:ts born 

in th ~ citv of Petuskev- th' Emmet Count\ Normal. It found ib home ~ . . 
in the new High School building which wa~ completed that ye:tr. Its 
purpose in life is to .furnish more efficient teachers for the rural scl1ools 
of the county, which hav ~ had too many of the Ichabod rane t vpe of 
teachers, with their bundle of switches and " o a 'he Lunk Che L·1 Lc" 
songs. l\Iiss Frances Farnham as principal, and l\l is~ Nihart as critic, 
tried successfully to convert a class of High chool girls into the pro­
verbial "school-marms." Five classes have now graduated, totalling 
forty-five graduates, man~' of whom are still teaching. 

The cia. s of 1 !l20 began its memorable career, September 17, 1 f) 1 n. 
with four member · enrolled. By the end of the first week enough had 
entered to give the class a membership of eight. 

Everything began very satisfactorily. Everyone was happy and 
contented. _ .. o b ook· had come yet and the entirc. .~. .. ormal class believ­
ed that the year wa~ ... to be spent in casually looking over the books in 
the library, observing cia. :es, and in other way enjoying life. 

About a week had been spent in bli ·sful ignorance, when the 
book· began to arrive. Even then the class did not realize what was 
before it. v.,r e started by taking a whole chapter the first day. Each 



day more waR added until in a week the usual time of getting away 
f1 om the ~chool housP was anywher' from fiv -thirty until midnight. 
The clas began to look sleepy and pale. Some went to Ree 1\Iiss Barton, 
and in all ea. e. th" parents b gan to eom plain of the largt incr as in 
light bills. 'l'hus pass •d the fh·st . cmcst •r. 

Shortly after 'hri tmas th new. wa. gently broken that pntctice 
t •aehing wa to b •gin. 'I'his r •quin•d l :.:son plan., . ubj • ·t plans and 
nL ny other plans. Our· fir::-.t sPmeste•· had been clouded bv the rumors 
we had hPard whieh eon ·ern d pntetis<' U'a('hing. \Ve w 'rc all quite 
alarm d about this, csp cially when we found that we were to be ob­
. ervecl whil tPaching. \Ve have all survived both seme"'ters however, 
and arc now in a position where we may say that the second semester 
wa. ju t ~. pleasing as the first. \Vh.v'! \Veil, fe1· a long time, we have 
h~nn told, by teachers, just what we should do. Now we can tell others 
wh .t to do. \Ve remember our own tribulations however, and are 
m 1 ciful to thP poor childr 'n. 

\Ve feel that we ha,·e become <Juite experi nc din the art of teach­
ing, fo1· begidcs our work here, w' hav' been s ·nt to other schools, so if 
you hear of anyone who is looking for an experienced teacher, ju:t 
reeommend us. 

Doe"" the Normal mean nothing but work'! Nay, not so, but far 
otherwjse; we havp very gay social times as well. Among the pleasur­
able and m 'morable events was a beach pm t/. Pleasurable, even 
though on th w .ty b.H· k it started to rain and we had to seek . helter 
in the mineral well pa1·k until rescued b/ a lad with his automobile. 
Then came H·dlowe'en with a party at the home of one of the class. 
L:1ter on wa~ the teachers' institute. At this time we had a social gath­
ering in the lunch room for the alumni. Then followed a sleigh ride out 
to th home f one of the girls. .1. reedless to say we enjoyed our:clve::-. 
on the way out, aft '1' we got there, and on the way bJc k. The last week 
of Ap1 il the class went to ~it. Pleasant to attend a meeting of all the 
~ormal: of l\iirhigan. \Ve also attended a dir 'elors' me 'ting and our 
field of knowledge was broadc1wd by the events of this meeting. \Vhile 
there we enjoyed life to the full. 

Among the lesser events of the ye!U' were ela~s meetings. Our 
first was held in the .. Torma1 room and was purely a business affair; 
we elected the folio\\ mg ofllccl·s: President, Ll'lia 'urti~s; Vice-Pre ·i­
clent, Gladys Roberts; Secretary, Genevieve Starmer; Treasurer, Edith 
Brecheisen. i\Iany late1· meetings \\'CrP held at the homes of the girls, 
and business meetings were turn d into :ocial afl'airs, where the digni­
fied "School-marms" acted their part. 

\Ve also attended a directors mcet:ng and our field of knowledge 
was broadened by the events of this meeting. 

\Ve, however, did not set a special time for mcrry-m:tking, we had 
good times all thru the day; while we had class, when we taught, and 
while other classes w 'rP being h •ld in our 1oom and we wandered about 



trying to find a place to . tudy. \Ve could usually be found e:t. ily by 
looking in th ~ a s ~mbly, th _} lunchroom, cloakroom, :.mpty cia rooms 
or hall. 

\Ve ar now about to 1 ave the Tormal and go out into th world, 
leaving a plac ~ for our uc' .. or~ and taking th' plac of tho e who 
have left our fi lei of work, o with loving thought and b:tckw.:lrd 
glances, we leave E. . T. wishing her a much succes · in th future 
as she had in th:) past.

tional legislatures in their future careers. 

Th • Annual Banquet took place the last of 1\lay. It was giv<'n at 
the High School by the Dome~tic Scienc' Department, and a moRt 
enjoyable "bm quet" ind •ed, was ~erved. Several short talks wprc 
made by the Speaker, the leaders of the HouRe, l\Ir. Haggard, and i\Ir. 
L'lntz, and after all was over, tho~e present agreed that it was one of the 
best banquets ever enjoyed in the hi::;tory of the House. 

Altogether, this year has been very successful and enjoyable to all 
the members; the older m mbers regret that they must leave it, 
and hope that in future years it may prosper even far more than it has 
during the past year.

Halst ad. aptain. Arthur Coveyou and Harry Van Every. The 
actual preparation for the debates began during hristmas vacation. 
P to key wa a member again this year of th Michigan tat D bat­
ing League. Th question fo1· debate cho en by th League was: 
"Re. olved, that th) Congres of the Unit d tat s should put into 
effect a ~ystem of universal military training for all able-bodied males 
between the ages of 1 and 25." According to the policy of the League 
of pairing team within ~hort eli tance of each other. Petosk y'. first 
debate was ch duled for .Jan. 9, U120, with Pellston High School, 
Peto~key to hav" the affirmative and Pellston the negative, but this 
debate was forfeited to P toskey, which, nevertheles~~ prevented the 
team from securing an actual debate.
